I MONITORING IZVEŠTAJ br. 59 – MEDIJSKA SCENA SRBIJE U DECEMBRU 2014: 
  

 Sloboda izražavanja – pretnje i pritisci na novinare i medije – zašto je neprihvatljivo da javne ustanove, o 
kojima javnost svakako ima interes da bude informisana, prave spiskove podobnih ili nepodobnih novinara 
da o takvim ustanovama izveštavaju, kao i zašto je neprihvatljiv otkaz novinaru zbog verno prenete 
informacije sa konferencije za štampu opozicione stranke, odnosno zašto posao novinara i medija nikako ne 
može biti da prećute kritiku vlasti kako bi izveštavali „uravnoteženo i nepristrasno”; sudski postupci – zbog 
čega je odluka Apelacionog suda u Beogradu u predmetu po tužbi Мiće Јоvаnоvića, vlаsnika i bivšeg rеktоra 
Univеrzitеtа Меgаtrеnd protiv izdavača, urednika i novinara magazina „Svedok“ važna za praksu kojom se 
„sаtirični i šаlјivi kоmеntаri, lični stаv i kritičkо mišlјеnjе аutоrа tеkstа” više neće kvalifikovati kao 
objavljivanje „nеistinitih i nеprоvеrеnih infоrmаciјa”;  

 Implementacija postojećih zakona – Zakon o elektronskim medijima – analiza nacrta tri pravilnika o 
kojima je Regulatorno telo za elektronske medije (REM) otvorilo javnu raspravu, i to Nacrta Pravilnika o 
kriterijumima za utvrđivanje liste najvažnijih događaja i ostvarivanju prava na pristup tim događajima, 
Pravilnika o zaštiti prava i interesa maloletnika u oblasti pružanja medijskih usluga i Pravilnika o načinu 
izricanja mera pružaocima medijskih usluga; u analizi se posebno ističe da je ovo prvi put, još otkako u Srbiji 
postoji i funkcioniše nezavisno regulatorno telo za radiodifuziju, odnosno sada za elektronske medije, da se o 
sadržaju nekog opšteg akta tog tela vodi javna rasprava, što predstavlja bitan pomak ka transparentnosti 
regulacije u sektoru elektronskih medija; 

 Usvajanje novih zakona – autori konstatuju da u ovom periodu nije bilo aktivnosti u pogledu donošenja 
zakona relevantnih za medije; 

 Rad nadležnih organa – obrađen je rad Republičke agencije za elektronske komunikacije i poštanske usluge 
(RATEL), Ministarstva kulture i informisanja i Poverenika za informacije od javnog značaja i zaštitu podataka 
o ličnosti; 

 Proces digitalizacije – šta je u decembru 2014. obeležilo proces digitalizacije i kome pogoduju popusti 
predviđeni u cenovniku JP ETV; 

 Proces privatizacije medija – dokle se stiglo u postupku privatizacije medija nakon donošenja novih 
medijskih zakona; 

 Zaključak Izveštaja – autori sumiraju Izveštaj i ukazuju na to šta su najvažnija dešavanja u medijskom 
sektoru u decembru 2014.

REPORT ON THE MONITORING ROUND TABLE XI 
 
I  MONITORING REPORT No. 59 – SERBIAN MEDIA SCENE IN DECEMBER 2014: 
 

 Freedom of expression – threats and pressures against journalists and media – why it is unacceptable that 
public institutions, which the public has an interest to be informed about, make lists of journalists suitable or 
ill-suited to report on such institutions; why it is unacceptable to lay off a journalist for accurately reporting 
on the press conference of an opposition party, and why the job of journalists and the media must not be to 
ignore criticism of the authorities so as to report "in a balanced and unbiased manner"; court proceedings – 
why the decision of the Appellate Court in Belgrade upon the appeal of Mica Jovanovic, the owner and former 
rector of the Megatrend University, vs. publisher, editor and journalist of the magazine "Svedok" is important 
for the practice that will cease to qualify "satirical and humorous comments, personal stance and critical 
opinion of the author of the article" as publishing "lies and unverified information"; 

 Implementation of existing laws – The Law on Electronic Media – the analysis of the drafts of three  
rulebooks put forward to a public debate by the Regulatory Body for Electronic Media (REM): the Rulebook 
on the Criteria for Making a List of Most Important Events and Exercising the Right to Access to these Events, 
the Rulebook on the Protection of Rights and Interests of Minors in the Area of Provision of Media Services 
and the Rulebook on the Pronouncing of Measures to Media Services Providers; the analysis points out that 
this is the first time since the establishment of the independent regulatory body for broadcasting (now body 
for electronic media) that the content of a general act of this body is subject to a public debate, which is a 
significant step forward towards more transparent regulation in the sector of electronic media; 

 Adoption of new laws – the authors note that in the period covered by the Report (December 2014) there 
was no legislative activity regarding the adoption of laws relevant for the media. 

 Work of competent authorities – the Report analyzes the work of the Republic Agency for Electronic 
Communications and Postal Services (RATEL), Ministry of Culture and Information and the Commissioner 
for Information of Public Importance and Personal Data Protection; 

 Digitalization process – developments that marked digitalization process in December 2014 and who will 
benefit from discounts envisaged by the price list of JP ETV; 

 Media privatization process – a short overview of the progress in the media privatization process after the 
adoption of new media laws; 

 The Report conclusion – the authors summarize the Report and point out key developments in the media 
sector in December 2014.

Some 50 representatives from the 
media sector, NGOs, responsible authorities and other interested parties heard the presentations of the Publication  
articles by their authors: attorneys at law Slobodan Kremenjak and Milos Stojkovic, members of the ANEM 
monitoring team, media expert Davor Glavas, and prof. Irini Reljin, PhD, from the Ministry of Trade, Tourism and 
Telecommunications. The report on the monitoring round table XI, available on the ANEM website, explains the 
issues presented and discussed at the event.
